Call To Action:
Bring one major decision through this filter: Scripture, wisdom, and community.  Think of one decision you’re sitting in.
· a financial decision
· a relationship decision
· a parenting decision
· a schedule commitment
· a job question
· a ministry decision
· a step of obedience you’ve been delaying 
Now, here’s your homework:
Step 1 — Write it down
If it stays vague, it stays haunting you.  Name it clearly.
Step 2 — Apply the Scripture lens
Find 2–3 passages or principles that speak to it. Not fortune-cookie verses—actual biblical wisdom.
Step 3 — Apply the wisdom lens
Write answers to these:
· “What do I want out of this?”
· “What do I fear if I don’t get it?”
· “What fruit could this produce?”
· “What would love require?” 
Step 4 — Apply the community lens
Talk to at least one mature believer this week.  Not the person who always agrees with you. The person who loves you enough to tell you the truth.  And here’s a sentence you can literally use:
“Hey, I’m trying to be led by the Spirit here. Can I run this decision by you, and will you ask me hard questions?”
That’s maturity.
