Gift Deployment Menu

If you think your gift is hospitality
Invite someone to lunch. Sit with someone new. Make space for someone who feels unseen.
If your gift is encouragement
Write a note. Text three sentences. “Here’s what I see God doing in you.” Encouragement is gasoline in the tank.
If your gift is helps/service
Join a behind-the-scenes team. Ask a leader, “What’s one thing I can take off your plate?”
If your gift is mercy
Find someone hurting and move toward them. Not advice first—presence first.
If your gift is giving
Give strategically and joyfully to meet a need. Not to be noticed—just to bless.
If your gift is teaching
Offer to help in a class, kids ministry, youth, or small group. Start with faithfulness, not spotlight.
If your gift is leadership/administration
Help organize what’s chaotic. Create clarity. Build systems that serve people.
And if you’re thinking, “I still don’t know what my gift is…”
Then your first step is simple:
Serve somewhere. You’ll learn as you go.
You don’t need a spiritual label to love people.
